WISAS Background
The Western Illinois Sustainable Agriculture Society was formed in 1992 as part of a larger statewide organization.  The goal was to encourage farmers to use practices that strike a balance between short-term profitability and long term environmental quality and rural community vitality.  At the time WISAS was formed, the emphasis was on trying new or different farming methods that could reduce farm expenses and improve the overall profitability of the farm.  Many field days and workshops were held to help farmers learn techniques and methods from each other.  
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WISAS Today

Many of the same farmers remain active in WISAS today.  Some are organic, some are more conventional, but all practice sound stewardship.  They have also learned that the consumer is a vital part of the agriculture equation.  WISAS now works to link these farmers or producers directly with the local consumers that value their products.

WISAS activities include promoting “Locally Grown, Locally Good” products at the mall, at farmers’ markets, and festivals.  On-farm field days and educational workshops are held for both consumers and producers.  A newsletter is mailed out to encourage participation in WISAS activities and a newly constructed website (www.wisas.org) allows producers to promote their products with links to their own web pages.
